1 SMFG India Home Finance Limited (‘the Company’) (Formerly "Fullerton India Home Finance Co. Ltd") is a public limited company domiciled in India and incorporated

under the provisions of Companies Act, 1956. The Company is a Housing finance company (‘HFC’) registered vide Registration number DOR-00122 dated May 18, 2023
with the Reserve Bank of India (‘RBI’), erstwhile Registration number 07.0122.15 dated July 14, 2015 with the National Housing Bank (‘NHB’).

2 These financial result have been prepared in accordance with Regulation 52 of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 as amended (the
‘Listing Regulations’) and recognition and measurement principles laid down in Indian Accounting Standards, notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read
with Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, as amended by the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2016, other relevant provisions of the
Act, guidelines issued by the RBI as applicable to NBFCs, HFCs and other accounting principles generally accepted in India.

3 Financial results for the quarter and nine month ended December 31, 2023 were reviewed by the Audit Committee and approved by the Board of Directors at their
meeting held on February 6, 2024 and reviewed by statutory auditor, pursuant to Regulation 52 of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations,

2015 as amended. Information as required by Regulation 52(4) of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 is given in Annexure 1
attached.

4 All the secured non-convertible debentures of the Company including those issued during the current period are fully secured by first pari passu charge by mortgage of
the Company's immovable property at Chennai and/or by hypothecation of book debts/loan receivables and fixed deposits to the extent as stated in the information

memorandum. Further, the Company has maintained asset cover as stated in the information memorandum which is sufficient to discharge the principal amount at all
times for the non-convertibie debt securities issued.

5 The Company’s operating segments are established in the manner consistent with the information regularly reviewed by the Chief Operating Decision Maker as defined

in Ind AS 108 — Operating Segments. The Company operates in a single business segment i.e. financing, which has similar risks and returns. The Company operates in a
single geographic segmenti.e. domestic.

7 The Code on Social Security 2020 (‘Code’) relating to employee benefits during employment and post-employment received Presidential assent in September 2020 and
over the period majority of the state have notified draft guidelines. The Code has been published in the Gazette of India. However, the date on which the Code will
come into effect has not been notified and the final rules are yet to be issued, however, it is anticipated that the code would be enacted in the near future. Accordingly,
the Company has carried out the impact assessment of the gratuity liability based on an actuarial valuation and on a prudent basis carried a provision of X 390 lakhs as at
